PROFILE/ KEYMAP OVERVIEW

There are a total of 100 customizable Profiles available.

1. Razer Synapse™ Profiles

For Profiles 1 — 5 (Razer Synapse™ Profiles), all settings will be saved on
any of these Profiles you have currently selected and will be available on
another computer even without the driver installation.

2. Auto Profiles

For Profiles & - 100 (Auto Profiles), settings for Keymap A and B are
available only upon driver installation and will be accessible only on the
local PC. Together with the drivers, Auto Profiles can be set to automati-
cally detect which application is active and switch to the appropriate
Profile accordingly.

3. Keymaps
What are they and why are we sa excited about them?

Auto Profiles [Profiles & - 100) support two Keymaps, A and B. In effect this
doubles the keyboard functionality of each Profile. This gives you unprecedented
power and flexibility for those complex games and tasks that really need much
more than your standard keys.

For example, you have configured your favourite Massively Multiplayer Qnline
Game with all 26 QWERTY keys on Keymap A activating a specific spell, movement
or combat control. Occasionally you need to type to chat with your party or guild
mates. Just swap to Keymap B by hitting the Profile button, type your message
using the default keyboard, then hit the Profile button again. Confirmations appear
onscreen as text overlaying your game so you can confirm you're hitting the right
buttons.

Hot Keys
The Hot Keys are the optional keys with icons designed to be placed either on the QWERTY
keys or on the Macro Keys.

Keymap
A Keymap is a set of macros and keystrokes that are stored under one Profile.

Macra Keys
These keys consist of buttens L1 - L5 and R1 - R5.

Profile

A Profile is able to store either one or two Keymaps. Storing two Keymaps means that two
different sets of macros and keystrokes will be stared in one Profile. Using both Keymaps
would effectively double the capacity of a Profile te store macros.

To reset the Razer Tarantula™ Gaming Keyboard to factory
default, press and hold the Profile Button for 10 seconds
while the Razer Tarantula™ is cannected to a powered on
computer.

COMFORT

pariods of repatitive motion, improper positioning of
your computer paripherals, incorract body pesition, and
poor habits may be associated with physical discomfort
and injury to nerves, tendons, and muscles.

1. Position your keyhoard and manitor directly in front of
you with your mouse next to it Place your elbows next
to your side, not too far away and your mouse within
easy reach.

Get up, step
away from your desk and do exercises to stretch your
arms, shoulders, neck and legs.

9. If you should experience any physical discomfort
while using your keybeard, such as pain, numbness, or
tingling In your hands, wrists, elbows, shoulders, neck
or back, please consult a qualified medical doctor
immediately.

MAINTENANCE AND USE

There is a little regular maintenance to keep the Razer
Tarantula™ Gaming Keyboard in optimum cendition.
Once a menth, we recommend that you unplug the
keyboard from the USB pert and clean the keys an the
Razer Tarantula™ with a seft cloth or cotten swab. Use
a little warm water but no seap or harsh cleaning
agents. Try to keep the BattleDock™ covered with the
Deck cover when not in use.
