2. Secure your microphone.
Turn the desk stand mounting knobs until the microphone is upright and secured in
place.

3. Set the microphone as the default recording device.
If you are using the Razer Seirén for the first time, you may be required to set up the
device as your system’s default recording device.

For Windows users
Note: Windows users must install and login to Razer Synapse with a valid account in order to download the
drivers necessary for the Razer Seirén to function.

Step 1: Install Razer Synapse from www.razerzone.com/synapse to obtain dedicated
microphone drivers.

Step 2: Select Control Panel > Hardware and Sound > Manage audio devices to view
your Sound settings window.

Step 3: In the Recording tab, select Razer Seirén from the list and click the Set Default
button.

Step 1: Select System Preferences > Sound to view your Sound settings window
Step 2: In the Input tab, select Razer Seirén from the list.

ADJUSTING THE MICROPHONE GAIN

Microphone gain determines the sensitivity of the microphone when picking up
recording source. We recommend beginning any recording with the gain knob
centered, then adjusting the sensitivity till you achieve your desired result.

In general, change your pickup pattern or decrease your microphone gain if your
microphone is picking up too much ambient noise and vice versa.

9. SAFETY AND MAINTENANCE

SAFETY GUIDELINES
